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ICT and Internet-use Consent Form for Pembroke Dock Community School

Pupils use ICT and can have Internet use everyday and are essential for every child’s education. We feel that it is important that we gain both the pupils’ and parents’ agreement to the e-Safety Rules for the school.  We plan to ask for this signed agreement once a school year.
All pupils use computer facilities including Internet access as an essential part of learning, as required by the Foundation Phase and National Curriculum.  Both pupils and their parents/carers are asked to sign to show that the e-Safety Rules have been understood and agreed.
We require your consent for children to able to use the internet in a safe and supervised way.  We also require parents/guardians permission to publish pupils work.  Pupils may exhibit work on the Pembrokeshire grid for learning (e-portal) within the “school zone” and Pembroke Dock Community School’s website and other educational websites.  These could take the form of worksheets/extracts of work, video and audio on a Web site e.g. a podcast, radio programme or video programme, digital photos containing pupil images.
